DEVELOPING A COMMUNITY-BASED SYSTEM TO MONITOR LONG-TERM CHANGES OF CYMBOPOGON EXCAVATUS AND PHRAGMITES AUSTRALIS IN THE OKAVANGO DELTA

Many studies have been conducted both locally and internationally to understand, monitor and manage the dynamics of tropical and subtropical wetlands. In most of these studies, scientists have tended to treat the local communities (range users) as passive participants at the planning and implementation stages of these studies. However, to promote sustainable and conservation of biodiversity of these intricate ecosystems, local communities should be involved at all levels.  This poster will show one methodology developed by the Ministry of Agriculture to encourage communities to monitor two critical resources (Cymbopogon excavatus and Phragmites australis) in Tubu in the Okavango Delta.
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
