Munzhedzi et al.
Q:  Have you advised other countries on the programme?
A:  Yes, the programme has been extended to some neighbouring areas.
Q:  At what institutional level was the programme transferred?

A:  Currently, the transfer has been at the lower organizational levels.  The idea of involving government agencies is still being worked out.

Q:  Where do the invasive species come from and how do they invade the country?

A:  It is currently not known on how these species were introduced, but human activity is suspected to be the cause.

Mbaiwa

Q:  In the presentation it was mentioned that tourism does not have much effect on poverty alleviation.  Are there current figures to substantiate that?

A. There are no current figures at present but given the low amounts of revenues retained in the country, and the low wages paid to workers in safari companies, it is doubtful that tourism contributes meaningfully to poverty alleviation.

Q:  What portion of the Okavango Delta Management Plan budget is allocated to monitoring?

A:  The amount set aside for monitoring, which also includes studies to be conducted, amounts to 50% of the total budget.
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
